Wee/ely homework will continue to be sent on a Wiursday to
support their phomc and maths /enowledge.

We will be
damg 2 sessions a week and we will continue to send individual
reading books home. Reading Champlons will restart each half
term with a target of 30 reads for next half term.

We are really Ioroud of the number of Readlng Chamlmcms
we had last term and hope to beat our number this half term! A read could be any
form of readlng e.g. sho‘ppmg list, magazine, sholo signs, recipes, school readlng book,
llbrary book or any book from home. We recommend that you read with your child
for 5-10 minutes every nlght. E\fo,ry time an adult from home ¢.q. mum, dad,
9randma, grandad etc, reads with your child they must sign and date the re,ading
record (12.2.22 Alex read well, he really enjoyed the story. Dad).

This term we are aiming for 30 reads, with a max of 2 reads counted per day.
